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New finds and perspectives

v The recent excavations in the area of
9’/ Upper-West-Macedonia (Prefectures
of Grevena, Kozani and Florina) have
brought to light important new finds that
significantly expand our knowledge of the
region’s history from the Palaeolithic to the
Hellenistic Period. A first presentation of
these new results took place at the
Archaeological Museum of Aiani, in July 2010.
The Heidelberg Colloquium will be the sequel to this first scientific meeting,
aspiring to embed the recent work in Upper-West-Macedonia into a wider
context. The program will include 13 papers presented by the Greek scientific
team working in the region and by German and Austrian archaeologists
on their current research in different aspects of Macedonian history.
