The Ottoman monuments in Greece revisited. A tribute in the memory of Machiel Kiel

This publication aims at shedding light onto the development of study, protection and
restoration of Ottoman architecture in Greece more than half a century after the very first article
by Machiel Kiel on Ottoman Thessaloniki, which appeared in Balkan Studies Journal in 1970.
The Dutch historian of settlements and architecture in the Ottoman Balkans counted fifty-five
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years of extensive and pioneering research until the year of this publication, during the
preparation of which he passed away. The initial framework of this project was first articulated
in an online international conference in November 4th -6th 2022, while the current publication
was further enriched by additional studies in order to constitute a panoramic view of the topic,
exactly as panoramic was the research of the honoree.

The book entitled The Ottoman monuments in Greece revisited. A tribute in the memory
of Machiel Kiel was edited by Paschalis Androudis, Aikaterini Markou, and Dimitris Loupis
and published by the Hellenic Ministry of Culture — Hellenic Organization of Cultural
Resources Development at the very end of 2025. It consists of fifty-one contributions on
architecture, archaeology, history, history of art, and social and historical anthropology
undertaken by sixty-two authors, has a total of 791 pages, and is illustrated with 559 black
&amp; white and color images and plans. After the introduction and the list of publications by
Machiel Kiel follow the articles grouped into thematic sections that refer to the historical
background, the history of architecture-buildings and urban planning, urban topography and
plans, cities and their stock of monuments,renovation and restoration projects, art and material
culture, social and historical anthropology, religion and social prioritization. The study of the
culture inherited and shaped in Modern Greece is of crucial importance for the local, the Balkan,
the Eastern Mediterranean, the European, and Eurasian developments. This publication is
strongly oriented in presenting the state-of-the-art outcomes in the field.

Ancient grains, past and future societies: new archaeobotanical research at the Laboratory of
Interdisciplinary Research in Archaeology (LIRA)

The last two decades have witnessed an intense archaeobotanical activity in Greece, the north
in particular, supported by the Laboratory for Interdisciplinary Research in Archaeology of the
Department of Archaeology at the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki. This activity has
resulted in numerous conference presentations and publications, changing drastically our
knowledge about prehistoric agricultural practices, diet and culinary practices. This
presentation focuses on ongoing postgraduate research at Master’s and PhD level, presenting
key research questions that are being investigated at LIRA. Some of the questions investigated
by a dynamic group of archaeobotanists working at LIRA include the emergence of agriculture
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in northern Greece, crop choices and agricultural practices among the early farming groups in
the region, symbolic aspects in the use of plants in Early Neolithic contexts, spatiotemporal
changes in food choices and agricultural practice in the region of Kozani, plants and people at
Neolithic and Early Bronze Age Paradimi in Thrace as well as Late Bronze Age Pylos in the
Peloponnese. Our presentation offers an overview of ongoing research on archaeobotanical
macro-remains conducted at the Department of Archaeology and briefly outlines recent
achievements and outreach activities that connect archaeobotany with sustainable farming
practices in light of climate change.

The ancient acropolis at Kastri in the region of Grevena. An ancient site between Macedonia
and Epirus

The urbanization of the landscape of ancient Upper Macedonia and Epirus took place in the
4th and, primarily, the 3rd century B.C. These cities developed on mountain ranges, naturally
protected, and their acropolises served as the political and administrative centres of the regions.
The spatial organization of these acropolises is part of a broader construction program, which
includes the construction of strong fortifications and various religious, political, and
administrative buildings. This context includes the extensive development of markets in the
acropolises of the mountain towns of Northwestern Greece, as their creation constitutes a
fundamental element of the urban planning of the area, featuring complex architectural
complexes, while at the same time their development is linked to the evolution of political
institutions during this period in the aforementioned regions.

The ancient acropolis at Kastri, fits into a similar context. It is a rocky peak at a height of
1,100 m, which located between the villages of Polyneri and Alatopetra in the northeastern
Pindos, and occupies two natural plateaus. Access is relatively smooth from the southeast,
while in the northwest the hill turns into a steep and inaccessible rock. On the first slope from
the top of the hill a large building complex was uncovered, and it was confirmed that the
acropolis was fortified with a strong enclosure over most of its area. The building complex on
the large plateau includes three main structures: a temple, a large Doric stoa, and another large
building, which together form a square open towards the top of the hill. According to the

excavation findings, this complex must have been created at the end of the 4th century BC and
survived until the middle of the 2nd century BC.

The early prehistory of Lemnos revisited: an interdisciplinary approach

The island of Lemnos, due to its position at the centre of the northeastern Aegean Sea, its
distinctive landscape features, and its wealth of archaeological sites spanning numerous
periods, constitutes a significant area for interdisciplinary research. A long term archaeological
project directed by the late N. Efstratiou has been conducted since 2008 along the eastern coast
of the island under the auspices of the Department of History and Archaeology, Aristotle
University of Thessaloniki. This presentation highlights the results of the archaeological project
undertaken in Lemnos, encompassing excavations, systematic surveys, geoarchaeological
analyses, and palaeoenvironmental research. The study of the lithic assemblages recovered
from surface survey seasons along the eastern coast of the island indicates that the earliest
human presence on Lemnos took place during the Levallois Mousterian Middle Palaeolithic.
The discovery of characteristic Aurignacian assemblages and other Late Pleistocene lithic
artefacts provides evidence that the island was inhabited also during various stages of the
Upper Palaeolithic. Excavations at the site of Ouriakos, revealed a Younger Dryas
Epipalaeolithic site. The lithic assemblage from this complex site predominantly comprises
(hyper)microlithic lunates produced by bipolar retouch, made from locally available raw
materials. The site of Ouriakos, along with three additional sites attributable to roughly the
same period based on distinctive knapped stone tools, demonstrates that Lemnos was also
inhabited at the very end of the Pleistocene.
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Although still under investigation, Ouriakos exhibits chrono-cultural and techno-typological
affinities with several recently excavated and radiocarbon-dated sites discovered along the
northwestern coast of the Anatolian Peninsula and the adjacent islands. It is well established
that the intense cold oscillation of the Younger Dryas (12,900 — 11,700 cal BP), lasting
approximately 1,000 years, was a period of profound environmental change not only in the
eastern Mediterranean but also across many regions of Europe, influencing the behaviour of
hunter-gatherer groups that exploited diverse environments. The presence, during this period,
of a singular and highly significant site such as Ouriakos in the northeastern Aegean raises
questions concerning sea level fluctuations, coastal variations, interactions with the Anatolian
Peninsula, material culture characteristics, and the dissemination of hunter-gatherer groups
along the coast during a period marked by substantial environmental transformations. The
archaeological investigations carried out at Ouriakos have underscored the need for a holistic
approach to the interpretation of the Final Pleistocene and Early Holocene prehistory of the
present-day island, establishing a framework for both on-site and off-site studies.

Gourimadi: Excavating an Early Prehistoric Site in Southern Euboea

Gourimadi, situated near Karystos in southern Euboea, occupies a rocky, windswept hill
overlooking Attica and the Cyclades. Ongoing excavations since 2018 are revealing the long
and complex biography of a prehistoric settlement, with abundant movable and architectural
remains spanning the Late Neolithic and Early Bronze Age (early 5th to 3rd millennium BCE).
The site constitutes the first systematic excavation of an open air settlement of these periods in
the region. Remarkably well-preserved stone-built architecture and a substantial material
culture sequence are documented, providing new evidence for prehistoric habitation in
southern Euboea. These data contribute to wider discussions in Aegean Prehistory, including
insular dynamics and connectivity, ceramic sequences across the Neolithic-Early Bronze Age
transition, and exchange networks. In this latter respect, the presence of thousands of obsidian
pieces, representing all stages of the reduction sequence, together with one of the largest
assemblages of obsidian arrowheads yet excavated in Greece (currently exceeding 400
specimens), underscores the site’s potential role within wider patterns of production and
circulation in the region.

Vassiliki ZORBA
Gentile and Giovanni Bellini: Official Painters of the Venetian Republic; Their Activity and
Influence in the East

The Bellini brothers, Giovanni and Gentile, served as the primary architects of the visual
identity of the Venetian Republic during the late 15th and early 16th centuries. Holding the
prestigious title of official painters of the Serenissima, they were tasked with documenting the
Republic's glory through monumental narrative cycles and state portraiture. This paper
examines their dual role as diplomatic agents and artistic innovators, focusing on how their
work bridged the gap between the Venetian Renaissance and the Eastern world.

A significant portion of the discussion is dedicated to Gentile Bellini’s historic mission
to the court of Mehmed II in Constantinople (1479), an event that marked a rare moment of
cultural exchange between Venice and the Ottoman Empire. Simultaneously, the study
explores Giovanni Bellini’s profound impact on the East through the dissemination of his
iconographic types, which reshaped the evolution of Post-Byzantine and Cretan painting. By
analyzing their artistic activity, this paper demonstrates how the Bellini workshop functioned
as a cultural bridge, influencing the visual language of both the Islamic East and the Orthodox
Christian world, while solidifying Venice's image as the dominant maritime power of the
Mediterranean.

Macrolithic Technologies at Neolithic Dispilio, Kastoria, NW Greece: Insights from the ERC
EXPLO Project

Excavations conducted by the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki at the Neolithic lakeside site
of Dispilio (Middle-Late Neolithic, ca. 5700-3500 cal BC), in the region of Kastoria in
northwestern Greece, have brought to light an impressive macrolithic assemblage, notable for
both its excellent state of preservation and its typological diversity. Comprising more than
3,000 artefacts, the macrolithic assemblage from Neolithic Dispilio is among the largest
currently known from Neolithic Greece.

It includes a wide range of finished stone tools, such as axes, adzes, chisels, grinding
slabs, grinders, pestles, polishers, polissoirs, abraders, hammers, anvils, choppers, drills,
maceheads, notched pebbles, and slingshot bullets. The assemblage also contains hundreds of
unmodified raw materials, roughouts, and waste products, reflecting on-site activities related
to the manufacture, maintenance, and reworking of macrolithic toolkits. This presentation will
focus on the results of the study of the macrolithic assemblage from Neolithic Dispilio carried
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out within the framework of the ERC EXPLO Project (2020-2025). It will present the
characteristics of the macrolithic industry and discuss the technology and life histories of the
artefacts. Particular emphasis will be placed on reconstructing their manufacturing sequences,
technical choices, curation patterns, use cycles, discard practices, and contexts of recovery.
Finally, through comparisons with other Neolithic macrolithic assemblages from the Aegean,
the talk will highlight the distinctive features of the Dispilio industry.

Nixog Mvukwviatne/Nikos MYKONIATIS
Georges Touyas, a pioneer of installation art in the Greek art scene; the archive of his
abstract paintings

This research focused on locating, recording, and studying a rare primary source material,
which was precisely identified in 2018. This material consists of a number of paintings created
by the French-based, award-winning Greek visual artist Georges Touyas from the late 1950s to
the early 1970s. These works constitute a body of evidence capable of documenting a path
towards the creation of a distinct art form, that of installation art. The material is of particular
importance for the study of the evolution of Greek artistic creation. It highlights the significant
role played by George Touyas, who also represented a characteristic case of the artistic practice
of installation art. The works of Georges Touyas were located in a private collection belonging
to a relative of the artist. They were recorded and subsequently included in a digital archive.

This archive is part of a publication presenting the research results and is set to be made
available online, ensuring accessibility for art theorists, artists, and art historians. Through this
specific research, significant material for the Greek art scene has been brought to light. At the
same time, it was possible to document and critically interpret the past, shedding light on
people and events that have influenced the artistic reality of today. In the course of this process,
due recognition has been given to artists who have withdrawn from the limelight, yet have
produced an exceptionally interesting body of work that belonged to the country's artistic
avant-garde and has remained unknown to scholars and the public alike.

Tracing past violence through the human skeleton. Cranial trauma analysis of a byzantine
era mass burial from Derveni, Thessaloniki

In the spring of 1986, the rescue excavation of a 2d century BCE vaulted, carved grave in
Derveni, outside of Thessaloniki, led to the discovery of a significant number of human bones
that had been placed inside the monument. Radiocarbon analysis showed that the skeletal
remains dated between 560 and 760 CE, long after the first use of the grave, which had already
been looted in ancient times. Macroscopic analysis of the bones has shown that they belonged
to at least 87 predominantly male individuals between the ages of 16-55. Violent cranial trauma
has been recorded on the skulls of at least 24 individuals. The trauma was induced shortly
before death, and in some cases, it was the most probable cause of death. The skulls exhibit
both sharp force and blunt force wounds, with the former being more frequent. Trauma
patterns can be indicative of the manner of death and possibly of the categories of weapons
used, providing useful evidence for violence in early Byzantine Greece.

Acheiropoietos Basilica as Eski Cuma Camii: the Conversion of the Christian Basilica into
an Islamic Mosque and the Transformations of the Monument from the Ottoman Conquest
to the Incorporation of the City into the Greek State

Acheiropoietos basilica was converted into a mosque in the year of the Ottoman conquest of
Thessalonica (833 A.H. — 1430 A.D.) by Sultan Murad II. During the initial phase following its
conversion, interventions appear to have been limited. Externally, these likely included the
addition of a tall minaret with a square base and polygonal shaft. In the interior - apart from
the inscribed medallion on the fifth column (counting from west) of the north colonnade that
commemorates the event of the conquest - only the necessary modifications were made to
adapt the central nave to Islamic worship practices. These included the installation of a mihrab
within the apse to indicate the direction of Mecca, a minbar, and possibly a mahfil.

Subsequent interventions, however, associated with general repairs to the building
after its conversion into a mosque, gradually altered its original form. The structure lost the
clerestory of the central nave, which was dismantled during roof repairs in the late 15th century
(ca. 1487). Later, the western gallery and the exonarthex were also lost in the second half of the
18th century, as a result of damage caused by the earthquakes of 1759. The extensive
modifications carried out during this period gave the building a distinctly Ottoman character,
as reflected in descriptions by foreign travelers who visited the Eski Cuma mosque after the
mid-18th and throughout the 19th century; most of them found it difficult to recognize its
earlier identity as a Christian basilica.

This paper presents a detailed analysis of the structural phases of the monument
during the Ottoman period and thoroughly examines its gradual transformations from the time
of the Ottoman conquest until the incorporation of Thessalonica into the Greek State in 1912- a
period during which the monument underwent its final historical restoration.

The restoration of the monument between 1909 and 1914, initially undertaken by the
Ottoman administration under the direction of the French architect M. Le Tourneau (1909-
1911), and subsequently by the Greek Administration of Macedonia under the supervision of
the architect A. Zachos (1913-1914), established the building’s present form. This form,
however, does not appear to correspond to the original Early Byzantine phase or to any specific
Byzantine phase of the structure. Rather, it reflects the theoretical interpretation of the
building’s architectural type held by its two distinguished restorers.

Change and (dis)Continuity in the Final Neolithic of Northern Greece

My Heidelberg PhD dissertation was mainly researched and written in Thessaloniki. It
explores the Final Neolithic in northern Greece (mid-5th to late 4th millennia BCE), a long but
relatively understudied period often interpreted as a time of reduced population, less
permanent settlement, diminished ceramic quality and cultural disruption. Others have
highlighted important social and technological changes leading into the Bronze Age. This study
reassesses these views through the analysis of ceramic assemblages from four sites: Paliambela
Kolindrou, Kato Ai-Giannis, Kleitos 2, and Dispilio.

Focusing on questions of continuity versus disruption, and on social practices as well as
technological knowledge, the research applies a macroscopic and contextual approach to
pottery. It examines not only production techniques such as raw material selection, forming
methods, and firing, but also the full “biography” of ceramic vessels, including their use and
discard.The results identify the Final Neolithic as a period not of abrupt decline but of gradual
transformation.

A refined chronological framework reveals developmental phases across the period,
while continuity in ceramic technology suggests an underestimated stability in settlement. The
in ceramic quality is reinterpreted in terms of new functional and social needs rather than loss
of skill. At the same time, the presence of large vessels and specialized forms such as sieves
points to changes in food preparation and communal consumption practices.

Overall, the study argues that the Final Neolithic represents a phase of social
restructuring, where changes in material culture reflect evolving everyday practices and forms
of social interaction, rather than cultural collapse.
